For today, Jesus in his nature, being, essence and form was 
fully divine yet willfully became a man. Why was this necessary? Why is this 
something for us to behold?

•	 Hebrews 9:1-28 alludes to the separation between God and man before Christ 
and then talks about the power of the blood of Christ and what it does. What 
stands out to you most in this chapter? What does it cause you to behold about 
Christ?
